NOTIFICATION OF MENTAL HEALTH EVALUATION AND PATIENT RIGHTS

1.  You are being referred for a mental health evaluation.  You are ordered to report to the Mental Health Clinic, Naval Hospital Sigonella at 0900 on 1 Jan 01 for a mental health evaluation conducted by ______________.  Bring a copy of this letter, your medical record, and your service record with you to the appointment.

2.  The following is a description of your behaviors that I considered in determining the need for a mental health evaluation:   <detailed summary>

3.  Before making this referral the following mental health professional was consulted:  

4.  Per reference (a), you are entitled to the rights listed below:

a.  The right, upon your request, to meet with a judge advocate who is made available to advise you of the ways in which you may seek redress should you question this referral.

b.  The right to submit to the Inspector General (IG) for investigation an allegation that your mental health evaluation referral was a reprisal for making or attempting to make a lawful communication to a Member of Congress, any appropriate authority in you chain of command, an IG, or a member of an audit, inspection, investigation, or law enforcement organization; or that your mental health evaluation referral was in violation of any other provision of reference (a).

c.  The right also to be evaluated by a mental health professional of your own choosing provide such mental health professional is reasonably available.  Reasonably available means the mental health professional, whether DoD-employed or non DoD-employed, must be available to conduct the mental health evaluation within the next 10 business days.  The availability of the DoD-employed mental health professional is determined by the commanding officer of the mental health professional based upon the mental health professional’s administrative, clinical, and operational workload and responsibilities.  An evaluation by a mental health professional of your own choosing shall be at your own expense.  You will not be charged for a DoD mental health professional’s professional fees or allocable salary; however, travel, per diem, and other ancillary costs of a reasonably available DoD mental health professional will be at your own expense.

d.  The right to lawfully communicate without restriction with an IG, attorney, Member of Congress, or others about your referral for a mental health evaluation.

e.  The right, except in emergencies, to have 2 business days to meet with an attorney, IG, chaplain, or other appropriate party before a scheduled mental health evaluation.  If your condition requires the mental health evaluation to be conducted sooner, the reason will be stated in writing as part of the request for mental health evaluation.

5.  If you are assigned to a naval vessel or if there are other circumstances related to your military duties that make compliance with the above procedures impracticable, I will prepare and give you a copy of memorandum setting froth the reasons for the inability to comply with such procedures.

1.  I acknowledge by my signature that I have received the notice and rights set forth in references (a) and (b).

2.  I understand that if I choose to question the mental health evaluation referral, I may do so without fear of reprisal for or restriction on my lawful communications.  I further understand, however, that even if I choose to question the referral, I must still report to the medical treatment facility at the time and date ordered and failure to do so may constitute a violation the Uniform Code of Military Justice.

3.  I elect the following rights, which I have circled below:

a.  To consult with a judge advocate (or attorney employed by the DoD) who is made available to advise me of the ways in which I may seek redress, should I question this referral.

b.  To submit to the inspector general (IG) for investigation an allegation the mental health evaluation referral is a reprisal for making or attempting to make a lawful communication to a Member of Congress, any appropriate authority in by chain of command, an IG, or a member of an audit, inspection, investigation, or law enforcement organization; or for any other violation of reference (b).

c.  To lawfully communicate without restriction with an IF, attorney, Member of Congress, or others about the referral for a mental health evaluation.

d.  To have two business days to meet with an attorney, IG, chaplain, or other appropriate party before the scheduled mental health evaluation.

e.  To waive all of the above.
